Minutes
M/M/S-Amy Gould/Tom Goding to accept the minutes from November 3rd meeting-4-0-0
Old Business
Ellen asked about the money for oil that was raised and sent to the Franklin County Ecumenical Fund.  Ruth stated that all of the money would be spent on Jay residents and that if the money was not needed it would not be spent.
Reminder that there will be no meeting on December 1st as the board and the town manager will be attending the fire department supper.
Church Street Playground/Drug Free Zone:
Larry White (Police Chief) discussed some problems they have been having at the Church Street playground. He said he has increased patrols and has added foot patrol at night, but are still having problems. Anyone caught dealing drugs within 1000 feet of the playground could be subjected to a felon charge. Larry said the drug free zone law is not for a person with a joint, it’s for a person with 4-6 small baggies of drugs.  A state law allows municipalities to designate a “Drug Free Zone”  
Warren Bryant/Amy Gould-M/M/S- to adopt the “Drug Free Zone” at the Church Street Playground.  4-0-0 vote
Steve Gettle/Bid Presentation
Steve Gettle (Forester) told the selectmen that 5 bids came in for the gravel pit job.  All bidders were Jay Residents.  The estimated bids are on a gross income that the town would receive from stumpage.  Steve Gettle recommended Merrill’s bid for the contract.  The selectmen thanked Steve Gettle for doing a good job and all the bidders who took time and effort to fill out the bid.  Chairman Steve McCourt says he hopes they will all put bids in for the Tower Lot. 
M/M/S.-Tom Goding/Amy Gould to award the bid to George Merrill Logging & Sons for approximately $148,012.50   4-0-0 vote
Other bids were Michael Burhoe $91,608.75; L & A Ridley $136,997.50; Korhonen ENT. $128,210.00; and  John Korhonen $124,105.00.
Rob Taylor/discussion on Rec Lot
Steve Gettle talked about the Recreational Lot. He said there is about three-quarters of an acre that they would like permission to use for Trees for Kids. Rob wants the kids from second, third and fourth grades to plant 300 trees this spring.  When they are seniors they will harvest the trees. There is grant money to pay for the trees. They would like the highway to use some equipment to help remove sod.  There was also discussion about the amount of poison ivy on the lot.
