Old Business:  None brought forward

Environmental Ordinance:  Steve McCourt stated that he and the board felt it was time to suspend the Environmental Ordinance and to move forward.  He stated that Shiloh would be given the opportunity to train as a building inspector and also to become more involved with code enforcement locally.  This would be sent to the people to decide. Broadband Committee:  Ruth explained that she has been working with a committee to develop a plan for wireless broadband.  Several towns are working together on this.  M/m/s Amy, Steve B. to set up a Broadband committee and to appoint Lisa Bryant, John Johnson and Ruth Marden to that committee.  5-0 vote
Other Business:  Ruth has had requests for using a location other than the middle school cafeteria for the Budget Process this year.  Ruth is to look into the Middle School Library and the North Jay Library.  

John reported that he has received grants from DOT and AVCOG for a Road Safety Study.  This study is done and they need to compile the information.
