Town Manager Ruth Cushman gave the Selectmen an update on the engine brake issue on the corner of Route 133 & 156.  She stated that the Police Chief has been in touch with the State Police and they are going to do some random checks on 133 & 156.   She also stated that the Jay Police went there 6 days at different times, there were no violations but they will continue to monitor that area.

Sewer Ordinance Discussion

Chairman Steve McCourt read a letter from Al Landry (Citizen of Jay). He is concerned on going to a water usage system for sewer rates.

Mike Houlihan asked what the status was right now on the sewer. Town Manager Ruth Cushman responded with the selectmen have to decide if they want this to go on a Special Town Meeting warrant in Feb or March.  This would mean the Sewer Ordinance would then change from a flat rate to a user fee rate. If they do that, then when it’s time to set the rates the Sewer Ordinance will already be in effect, we need to know this so that we know how much to budget for and how much money needs to be raised for the Sewer Department.
Mike Houlihan stated that the sewer committee looks a little cockeyed; there are only two members on the sewer committee that are sewer users. He feels this is unfair for them to represent the 795 sewer users.  He also asked if this would go before a Public Hearing.  Town Manager responded with yes we always have a public hearing before an Ordinance goes to Town Meeting. Jenny Boivin (Citizen of Jay) asked what’s the purpose of changing the Sewer Ordinance, is it politically oriented or is it a legal requirement. Chairman Steve McCourt stated that if we go to the water meter system it would have to be updated, plus it hasn’t been updated since the early 70’s. Mark Holt (Waste Water Treatment Plant) also added there are other reasons besides the billing part of it, there’s the technical part as well. Holt stated that he would like to get the Ordinance done all at once.
Al Landry stated that the sample scenario rates from Wright- Pierce Engineers were extremely high.  Selectperson Amy Gould responded that the formula is what Wright- Pierce Engineers is recommending and Mark Holt (Sewer Treatment Plant Operator) is trying to make sure that everyone is aware and that we need to do something different. The figures that were supplied were just examples and the Selectmen can change the rate for water usage to make the bills adjusted to the amount that needs to be raised.  Mark will bring back examples of different bills with a variety of rates per cubic foot of water over a minimum. 
 This will be placed on the next agenda and there will be discussion on setting the date for a special Town Meeting to amend the Sewer Ordinance.
