SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

APRIL 11, 2011

ATTENDING:  Chairman Steve McCourt, Vice Chairman Warren Bryant, Amy Gould, Tim DeMillo, Tom Goding, and Town Manager Ruth Cushman.

Pledge of Allegiance: 6:00 P.M.

Minutes: M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to accept the Selectmen Minutes from the March 28, 2011 meeting.  5-0 vote.
Old Business: Chairman Steve McCourt stated in a previous Selectmen meeting Al Landry inquired about the way the warrant articles were written; Landry feels that it intimidates the voter.  The articles read as followed, Selectmen/Budget Committee recommend yes/no. 
Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that this is a Selectmen’s Warrant and most Towns have a recommendation. Selectmen agreed to change the way they write the warrant articles next year and thanked Al for bringing it to the Board’s attention.
Recreation Committee Request for funds: Recreation Chairman Larry Thornton and Ron Gilbert would like to see about getting some funds to fix two fields. The Dow and Jay Village fields are in need of some special soil and fence covering. EL Vining is donating the soil.  The fence covering is a safety feature and the cost is approximately $150.00 for 250 feet. Gilbert stated that it shouldn’t cost more than $600.00 to do both fields.  Gilbert also stated that Ranor Inc. volunteers their time to help maintain the fields.  AYS and the three towns have each received grants to construct a dug out type structure to keep the kids out of the sun.  Jay has two fields and there are not enough funds for the second field.  With all of the improvements we are anticipating that the cost would be about $2,576.  
M/M/S Tom Goding/Amy Gould to donate $2,576.00 to AYS to do the improvements on the Dow and Jay Village fields with the monies to come out of the recreation tower fund. 5-0 vote.
Tax Acquired Property Bids: There were two bids submitted for 38 Main Street a three story apartment building that is tax acquired property with back taxes & sewer of $11,000.00. Becky and William Rider of Jay submitted $2,500.00 bid and Steve Dow of Livermore submitted $1,000.00 bid.
M/M/S Amy Gould/Warren Bryant to accept the bid from William and Becky Ryder for $2,500.00 by quick claim deed without covenant to be paid within thirty days. 5-0 vote.
There were two bids submitted for tax acquired land at 108 Intervale Road with back taxes of $692.00.  Elmon and Cheryl Dyar Jr of Jay submitted a bid of $1,300.00 and Steve and Rachel Dow submitted a bid for $1,014.99.

M/M/S Amy Gould/Warren Bryant to accept the bid from Elmon and Cheryl Dyar Jr for $1,300.00 by quick claim deed without covenant to be paid within thirty days. 5-0 vote.

Sign Loan Papers and Resolution for Financing for Route 4 Project: M/M/S Warren Bryant/Amy Gould to sign the resolution of the Selectmen of the Town of Jay, authorizing the sale of not more than $685,000.00 bond anticipation notes of the Town for the Financing of the Rte 4 project. 5-0 vote.   

Discussion on Contract with Steve Gettle/extension of Supervisory Contact: 

M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to authorize Town Manager Ruth Cushman to sign the extension contract good through December 31, 2011 on the tower lot with Steve Gettle.  5-0 vote.
M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to authorize Town Manager Ruth Cushman to sign the extension contract good through April 30, 2012 on the transfer station lot with Steve Gettle.  5-0 vote

Discussion on Contract with Ridley/Tower lot: Steve Gettle updates the Selectmen on the 250’ acres at the Tower lot.  Gettle stated that 72 acres has already been harvested. Steve Gettle stated there is 10 acres left in the RSU that will be harvest by July 1, 2011.
M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to authorize Town Manager Ruth Cushman to sign the extended contract to Ronald Ridley (L & A Ridley Inc) on the Tower lot for December 31, 2011 and to authorize him to cut the additional 10 acres (more or less) that will become RSU property before June 30, 2011.  5-0 vote  

Discussion on Contract with Ridley/Transfer Station lot: It was decided that they would extend this cutting but will negotiate the price and the contract when the time comes to cut because we will not know the price of the timber until then. This is a lot that will be harvested in the winter.
M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to plan on Ridley doing the harvesting and setting prices later.  5-0 vote.
Sign DOT Documents allowing access: Department of Transportation is doing construction on Rte 156.  This is a common practice for DOT needing access to take equipment to the site.  
M/M/S Amy Gould/Tim DeMillo to allow the Selectmen to sign the document to allow over limit trucks on Rte 156 4-0-1 Tom Goding opposed.

Mark Holt/Discussion on Pump installation: Mark updated the board on some equipment installation.  He said that he hopes to be able to pay for them all out of the budget however, if he is unable to do this he will have to take it out of reserve.  He will not know until the end of the year but wants the Board updated in case he had to dip into it.
Policy on Payment of Foreclosed Taxes and Insufficient funds: This is just an update on an old policy.
M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to sign the updated Policy as written.  5-0 vote.
Other Business: Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that summer recreation is going forward and the Town budgeted $4,000.00 for one bus to transport our Jay kids to the recreation program and some planned field trips. Cushman stated that we may need two buses, if so we are looking at a total figure of $6,520.00. 
M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to allow Town Manager Ruth Cushman to take up to $2,520.00 to come out of the Recreation Fund if needed for bus service 5-0 vote.
Resident Bill Calden expressed his concern about Route 133 and Hyde Road intersection, when the Route 4 project starts students will travel it more to avoid the construction. The intersection of the two roads is very dangerous. Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that she and John Johnson (Public Works Foreman) met last year with Maine Department of Transportation about that intersection and that it was added to the dangerous intersection list. Calden asked what he could do as a resident to help get something done. Town Manager Ruth Cushman suggested he call DOT traffic engineer Gene Uhuad and that she will contact him as well again.
Executive Session

M/M/S Warren Bryant/Amy Gould to enter into Executive Session under MRSA Title 1 Chapter 13 Section 405 subsection 6 for the purpose of Personnel Issue at 7:30 PM.  5-0 vote.

M/M/S Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to support the Town Manager’s decision not to fill the vacancy at the Highway Department.  5-0 vote.

M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to adjourn at 7:59 P.M. 5-0 vote.
