Old Business:

Al Landry email:  (attached) Chairman McCourt stated that he would like to acknowledge that the board had received the email and that most of the board comes right from work to the meeting. Keith Cornelio/Striping of Hyde Road:  Mr. Cornelio has been in to see Ruth and she told him that there was a vote several years ago not to stripe local roads.  He said then the Hyde Road should be closed because it is dangerous.  There was discussion and Ruth will discuss this with the bus drivers and this will be on a later agenda.
24 Jewell Street:  No action needed as work is ongoing on the property.
