Minutes:

M/M/S- Tim DeMillo/Warren Bryant to accept the Selectmen Minutes from the April 11, 2011 meeting.  3-0 vote.

Old Business 

Al Landry asked the Board why we don’t list last year’s budget amount on this years Warrant to compare the two years, Landry feels that this will help the voter. Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that this is in the Town Report but she will look into it and bring information back to the next meeting.
Pearl Cook asked the Board what the status was with the house next to the Hair Doctor.  Chairman Steve McCourt stated that it is owned by Tom Goding and he wants to tear it down but is having trouble with the State. It is a work in progress.
Bond and RFP (Request for Proposal) for Paving

Selectmen asked Town Manager Ruth Cushman to look into getting a bond for paving.  Ruth informs the Board that Bond Bank interest is 3% to 4%. On a $1,000,000.00 bond the payment would be $110,000.00 to $130,000.00 depending on the interest rate.  Chairman Steve McCourt stated that we’ve increased the paving account this year from $350,000.00 to $450,000.00 if we received this bond we hope to be able to cut back for next years paving. 

M/M/S - Warren Bryant/Tim DeMillo to direct Ruth to send out RFP’S (Request for Proposal) for $1,000,000.00 for 10 years to the Bond Bank and other Financial Institutions that would be contingent on Town Meeting approval. 3-0 vote.
Kim Couture /Paving of Masterman Road

Kim Couture and other citizens that live on the Masterman Road expressed their concerns to the Board on how bad the road is. The Board agrees but the Masterman Road has not been put on the list of road repairs for this year. Chairman Steve McCourt stated that at the next Road Committee meeting they will put this on the list of roads to be looked at.  Ruth stated that the road is going to be used to haul fill over this summer and next year also when the construction is being done on Route 156 and also on Route 4.  The town would not want to pave a road and having the hauling done over the road at the same time.
Public Works Replacement of Plow Truck and trading equipment

After discussion on replacing a 2000 wheeler truck and trading in other equipment towards the truck, Selectman McCourt feels with the economy the way it is they should look at repairing the wheeler truck verses buying a new one this year. Selectmen will start their next meeting on May 23rd at the Highway Garage at 5:30 P.M. to look at the truck.  This will be on the next agenda.
Will Adams/Sewer question and discussion

Mark Holt stated that Will Adams did have some backup in hi sewer line. The line was dug up in the street and found there were some roots that entered into his service line. Holt stated that the main line itself was not obstructed and past policy practice is that the homeowner is responsible for the connection to the main line and for the service line. As long as the main is flowing it is not consider the Town’s fault.
After much discussion motion made and seconded Warren Bryant/Tim DeMillo to deny the reimbursement request. 4-0 vote.  Will Adams wanted to know how to get the Ordinance changed and he was told that this is something that would have to go to town Meeting.  
Resignation of Maynard Veinotte from Planning Board

M/M/S Tom Goding/Tim DeMillo to accept the resignation of Maynard Veinotte to come from the Planning Board with regrets. 4-0 vote.

Schedule for Summer Selectmen’s meetings

Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that traditionally Selectmen used to meet once a month during the summer as the agenda is small this time of the year. Ruth recommends that we meet on the 4th Monday for June, July and August.
Selectmen agreed and will do one meeting a month through the summer.  Dates will be June 27, th July 25, th and August 22nd unless something comes up and will then schedule a special meeting.  4-0 vote.

Fire Department Pay

Fire Chief Larry White informed the Board that the Fire Department members have never been paid for attending monthly meetings and they would like to be paid $10.00 a meeting.  Some members would use this to help with their Fire Association due. The dues are $12.00 a year. It would be around $2,500.00 to $3,000.00 a year. 
The Board asked what the Fire Association does. Scott Shink responded that they donate and sponsors different things such as Scholarship to the RSU, insurance for the Fire Museum, sponsor a Jay High School student to Boy’s State just to name a few.  
Selectmen Tim DeMillo wanted to know where the monies would come from because this was not in the budget.  Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that she felt there is enough in the budget to do this.  Other concerns were; how would we know if the fireman will donate the money to the Association.  Contributions would be on a voluntary base and will not be penalized if they choose not to.
M/M/S Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to pay the Fire Department $10.00 for one meeting a month and they must attend the full meeting in order to be paid 4-0 vote.  Contributions to the Association will be voluntary and those that do not want to do this will not be penalized.
Other Business

Kenny Jacques, President of the Spruce Mt. Ski Club is looking for a new drainage system. They are looking for donation up to $2,000.00 for materials. Kenny stated that The Maine National Guard is planning on being there in June for 10 days with equipment to do some much needed work on the hill for the water run off. Jacques also stated that they will be asking the surrounding Towns for the same amount in donations. 

M/M/S Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to give up to $2,000.00 to come out of Recreational Reserve account, contingent on the other Towns giving the same amount.

Chairman Steve McCourt asked about the Hyde Road and the intersection of Rte 133 (Franklin Road). Town Manager Ruth Cushman responded, that we have been in contact with Gene Uhaad (State) and we now have a pin number and they are coming to look at it very soon.  Ruth will keep us informed as information comes in.
John Johnson asked the Selectmen what their plan was for the backhoe. Selectmen don’t want to do anything right now.  This will also be discussed at the next meeting after the Selectmen have a chance to review the equipment.
