Public Hearing, Chairman McCourt open the Public Hearing on General Assistance Ordinance at 6:01 P.M., There was no discussion.  Hearing closed at 6:05 P.M.  
M/m/s Amy/Tom to accept the General Assistance Ordinance updates as presented.  4-0-0 vote.

Minutes:  M/m/s Tim/Amy to accept the minutes of 9-26-11 as presented.  4-0-0 vote
Old Business:  Steve McCourt asked about the condition of the Davis Road.  He asked if everyone had seen the cracks.  He would think that the road should not crack in 2 years.  Ruth will discuss this with John Johnson.

Steve Gettle-Rec Wood Lot:  Steve stated that we have earned more than anticipated but that in all probability it would not be done before the end of the year when the contract ends.  When this is done Ron Ridley will move back to the Transfer Station lot.

Town Manager Contract:  M/m/s Amy/Tom to sign a one year extension that will take it to June 2013.  Ruth stated that the Selectmen had offered her a 3 year contract but she was planning on retiring in 1 ½ years 4-0-0.
Road Ordinance:  M/m/s Amy /Tom to accept the language as presented.  (See attached) 4-0-0.
Town Car Replacement:  Ruth stated that the town car is not in very good shape.  She proposed that the town office purchase the sewer department vehicle but the selectmen felt that we should look around.  We will look for a vehicle that fit the needs of the town.  

24 Church Street:  The holding company that owns this has offered to turn it over to the town.  The building is not in great shape as it is full of trash etc.  The selectmen will go and view this and it will be on the next agenda.

Disposition of Scrap Metal:  Ruth will put out to bid some scrap metal that is at the highway garage.

Other Business:

Al Landry reported that he has smelled a chlorine smell off and on.  

Hyla reported that the DOT is trying to take down the fence surrounding the monument and she will not allow it.  There will be a meeting with the DOT on Tuesday and this will be attended by the Selectmen and the Town manager as well as many citizens.  DOT is planning on replacing the retaining wall and making a bigger sweep on the corners.

Rob Taylor came in for a request of $1,000 for matching funds for a grant.  He is requesting the money from the Rec Tower Fund.  After extensive discussion M/m/s Tim/Tom to give them the $1,000 matching funds contingent on receiving the grant and an itemized accounting of how the funds are used.  4-0-0 vote.
