Minutes:

M/M/S Tim DeMillo/Tom Goding to accept the December 20, 2010 Selectmen Minutes. 4-0-0 vote.

Old Business:

Vice Chairman Warren Bryant and the rest of the board congratulated Richard Cook who was named Fire Fighter of the year.
      Transfer Station fee schedule/Update on dumpsters:

Transfer Station Fee Schedule: M/M/S Tim DeMillo/Tom Goding to accept the new Transfer Station fee schedule as written.  4-0-0 vote.

Update on Dumpsters: The Board of Selectmen voted to eliminate the dumpster service as of June 30, 2011. Selectman Tim DeMillo stated that the Recycling Committee has been trying to find ways to cut the $1.14 million dollar Recycling/Waste budget. DeMillo continued, by going to single sort it would eliminate one truck and one employee off the road, but no employee will lose their job because of this.
Phil Maurais a business owner stated that he understood the need for costs cuts but there are no concrete numbers to support the elimination of dumpsters and that some of the other business owners are willing to pay an extra fee to keep the service.  Another business owner responded with not all business’s are willing to pay an “extra fee” and it could end up that the businesses pay more to keep the service then it would be to hire a private hauler. 
One business owner stated that he looked into a private hauler, it would be around

$120.00 per month if the dumpster was emptied every week and $68.00 if it was every other week. 
Vice Chairman Warren Bryant suggested that maybe we could give the dumpsters to business owners. Town Manager Ruth Cushman responded with; we just received a legal opinion and won’t be able to give the dumpsters away because they were bought with taxpayers’ money.  DeMillo suggested that the business’s who have been renting dumpsters for many years at $144.00 a year should be able to keep them, and sell the others for a reasonable fee.  

After much discussion M/M/S Tim DeMillo/Tom Goding to cease dumpster pick up as of June 30th, 2011, this will no longer be a part of the Transfer Station service. 
4-0-0 vote.

Domestic Partner Insurance:

Selectmen had discussed this at the last meeting and there was some confusion on who would pay the insurance.  Town Manager Ruth Cushman did some research and stated that there will be no cost to the Town.  There is also an affidavit to sign and an Escape Policy if the domestic partner should leave this would relieve the town of any insurance issues.
M/M/S Tim DeMillo/Warren Bryant to offer health insurance for domestic partners with the understanding that they need to fill out the Affidavit of Domestic Partnership paperwork and that this would be at the employee’s expense and would be deducted from the employee’s paycheck weekly. There will be no cost to the Town of Jay.
3-1-0 vote. Tom Goding opposed.
Solid Waste Contract:

M/M/S Warren Bryant/ Tom Goding to authorize Town Manager Ruth Cushman to enter into an eighteen month contract at $60.00 a ton with Waste Management as written.  4-0-0 vote.

 Announce Single Sort meeting and Set a Date for the start of Single Sort:

Selectmen inform the residents and encourage them to come to the free informational single sort meeting with Missi Labbe Program Development Manager for Eco Maine, she will explain single sort recycling and answer questions at the Town Office on January 18, 2011 at 2 P.M. and 6:00 P.M.
M/M/S Tim DeMillo/Warren Bryant to start single sort on February 14, 2011.  4-0-0 vote.

Recycling and Waste Disposal Ordinance:

John Johnson stated that The Recycling and Waste Disposal Ordinance have not been rewritten since 1991, Shiloh Ring Code Enforcement Officer did great job rewriting the Ordinance.
Residents may choose to buy trash disposal bags from the town or purchase them in stores. All waste bags need to be clear and transparent, Non-transparent bags will not be picked up.
Bags set out at curbside should be 33 gallons or less and not to weigh over 50 pounds.
      The town has ordered stickers to be placed on the recycling containers. 
M/M/S Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to place the Ordinance on the next town meeting warrant. 4-0-0 vote.
