SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES
FEBRUARY 28, 2011

Present:  Steve McCourt, Chairman; Warren Bryant, Vice Chair; Amy Gould, Tom Goding, Tim DeMillo and Ruth Cushman, Town Manager

Also Present: Donna Perry, Sun Journal; Ellen Levesque, Al Landry, Mark Holt, Chief Larry White, Justin Merrill, Mike Booker.

Chairman McCourt opened the meeting at 6 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes:  M/m/s Amy, Tom to accept the Minutes of the February 14, 2011 selectmen’s meeting.  5-0 vote.
Sewer Policy:  After discussion about the quarters to be used for billing and the special circumstances that could come up, the discussion turned to billing and what would be involved.  
M/m/s Amy, Tom to accept the Sewer Policy Attachment #1.  5-0 vote.

Inspection Services for Route 4:  As per the selectmen’s request Mark discussed inspection services with Maurice Smith, the Livermore Falls Water District and the Livermore Falls Town Manager.  They were very comfortable with hiring Maurice and also Ken Teele from Wilton who will work with Maurice to make sure we have coverage.  Mark was asked if he would be able to cover any of the inspections but he explained that he and Alfred would be very busy this summer doing their regular work and had doubt that there would be much time for that.  
M/m/s Warren, Amy to give Ruth permission to sign the agreement.  5-0 vote.
P.I.L.O.T.: (Payment in Lieu of Taxes) The Sewer Committee asked the Selectmen to consider instituting a P.I.L.O.T. program in Jay so that non-profits and not for profits that are tax exempt would be making a voluntary contribution to the town to cover the services that they might use such as fire, police, roads, etc.  After discussion the Selectmen determined that they would not like to do that to the organizations that are giving back to the community so much.

Fire Truck Proposal:  The Chief and members of the Fire Department saw a demonstration of a fire truck that has been used as a demonstrator.  They could trade in 2 trucks and end up with a net payment for the truck of $210,000.  Tim DeMillo stated that he had seen the truck and that he thought it was probably a good deal.  Ellen also stated that she would like to see us get this as it would be more expensive later.  The Chief stated that he would not be replacing anything else for 8 years or so.  Warren had concerns about being rushed into making a decision.  
M/m/s Amy, Tom to sign the contract to purchase the Fire Truck.  4-1-0 (Warren opposed)
Tree Growth Compliance Letters:  M/m/s Amy, Tom to sign warning letters for Joseph Grimaldi and Gerard Castonguay that they are out of compliance with the Tree Growth Law.   5-0 vote
Tree Growth Penalty Assessments:  M/m/s Amy, Tom to sign supplemental assessments for Tree Growth Penalties for Darren Pollis and Hayden Ranch & Development Corporation.  5-0 vote (Note:  the Hayden Ranch assessment was not sent out as it was resolved the next morning).

Town of Jay Smoking Policy:  M/m/s Amy, Tim to accept the policy as written.  5-0 vote.

AYS Funding for Insurance:  M/m/s Amy, Tom to fund the AYS Insurance payment out of the Tower fund on July 1, 2011.  5-0 vote.

Road Naming:  The E911 naming officer has proposed that the street by Lucy LaRoche be called Leon’s Lane.  M/m/s Amy, Tom to name it Leon’s Lane. 5-0 vote.

Other Business:  Steve McCourt reminded the Selectmen that they have a meeting with the Department Heads to go over the budgets on March 9th at 3 P.M.
On April 2nd there will be an open house at the transfer Station.

Road posters are either up or are going up.

Al Landry asked about there being a loss of a job at the town office.  Ruth explained that this was a possibility.  She is budgeting for a full time position but this will be evaluated in August.

Recycling committee:  M/m/s Tom, Amy to appoint Bob Staples to the Recycling Committee.  5-0 vote.

Rec Lot:  The Selectmen have requested that Steve Gettle come and address the board at the next meeting.  They are concerned that there are now 2 lots that are left incomplete.

Executive Session:  M/m/s Warren, Tim to go into executive session under MRSA Title 1 Chapter 13, Section 405, Subsection 6 for the purpose of Negotiations.  5-0 vote

Chairman McCourt declared us out of executive session at 8:33 P.M.

M/m/s Warren, Tom to adjourn.  5-0 vote.
