SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES
NOVEMBER 14, 2011-6 P.M.

Present:  Chairman Steve McCourt, Vice Chair Amy Pineau, Tom Goding, Tim DeMillo, Justin Merrill and Ruth Cushman, Town Manager.

Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Steve McCourt called the meeting to order at 6 PM with the pledge of allegiance.

Minutes:  M/M/S Amy/Tom to accept the minutes of the October 24, 2011 meeting.  5-0-0 vote

Old Business:  Steve McCourt asked about the crack sealing of the Davis Road.  This job is all done.  Steve said that we should not have to pay for the sealing as he did not believe the mix was right or it would not have cracked so soon.
Steel Bids:  Chairman McCourt opened the bids for the scrap steel located at the highway garage.

The scrap price for it right now would be $460.00.  There was discussion about Rob Taylor but he did not put in a bid.  M/M/S Amy/Justin to award the bid to Kimball Farrington for $477.00.  4-0-1 vote.
24 Church Street:  Shiloh has spoken with a representative of the company handling the property.  He said that he felt that the company was ready to walk away from the property and might turn it over to the town.  There was discussion about taking it, taking the building down and putting the property out to bid.  Larry Michaud stated that he would like to have it and rehab it.  Shiloh will get Larry Michaud the information so that he can contact them directly.
Dangerous Buildings/Junkyards:  Shiloh stated that she has received several complaints from members of the public about dangerous buildings.  The town has several buildings that are boarded up at the lower level so access would not be easy but there are some that are open in the roof or other areas.  Chief White stated that the Jewell Street Property which has burned has a lot of debris and the roof is open.  He is very concerned about the children in the area and the instability of the building.  Shiloh will monitor it for the next 30 days after discussing the situation with them.  This will be an action item on December 12th.
The consensus of the board was if a person has completely boarded up a building so there was no possible entry then they would not consider it a dangerous building.  Appearance should not determine if it is a dangerous building.  However if there are holes in the roof or other access points it should be called a dangerous building.  

Shiloh brought up the place at the end of the Hyde Road.  This will be looked into also.

Welcome to Justin:  Chairman McCourt welcomed Justin to the board.  

Mark Kelvey:  Mark Kelvey approached the town and would like to purchase 2 acres of land that the town owns of the gravel pit.  He was informed that we cannot just sell the property and that the police department uses part of it for a firing and training area.  Ruth will discuss the sale with legal counsel and we should get signs made to delineate the area used.  This is a long process and eventually will need to go to town meeting.
Recommendation from the Recycling Committee:  Tim spoke for the recycling committee.  He said that the committee would like to dispose of some items including the glass crusher and the baler.  Also discussion on the packer truck as well as the tractor.  Some of the Selectmen felt that the tractor does not have that many miles on it for a diesel and that we would not need to swap that right away.  Ruth will ask for a report on the condition of the tractor.  We will put the baler and the glass crusher out to bid and if the crusher gets no bids it will go into recycling.  
Other Business:  Gil Barnaby stated that Free Street is a mess and that we know it.  There is only a 2” water line and the sewer is falling in front of Mrs. Simoneau’s.  He said that the road is extremely rough and that he is having trouble getting people to listen to him.  There is another road committee meeting on November 30th so this will be placed on the December 12th agenda.  Doug Burdo, Mark Holt and John Johnson will be invited to attend.
There were complaints about CMP and vines on wires.  Ruth will call them.

Administrative Ordinance:  Ruth said that parts of this are not relevant anymore and that the whole thing needs to be reviewed.  Ruth asked that this be sent to the ordinance review committee and that Amy was already on the committee.  She asked that Justin be appointed to it also.  M/M/S Steve/Tom to appoint Justin to the Ordinance Review committee.  4-0-1 vote.
