Acceptance of Minutes:  

M/M/S: Amy/Tom to accept the Selectmen minutes from September 12th, 4-0-0.

Old Business: Amy asked what the status was of nomination papers.  Ruth reported that Justin Merrill was the only one that took papers out.  That election will be held in November 8th.
Teamsters Union Contract/Highway:  Ruth stated that there had been some language changes but the raises over three years were 1%-1.5%-1.5%.  This is retroactive back to July 1 of this year and runs until June 30, 2014.  

M/M/S: Amy/Tom to sign the contract.  4-0 vote
USW Union contract/Town Office Staff:  This is the same as the Teamsters Contract/Highway Department.  There were also language changes but the raises over three years were 1%-1.5%-1.5%.  This is retroactive back to July 1 of this year and runs until June 30, 2014. 

M/M/S: Amy/Tom to sign the contract.  4-0-0 vote
The Teamsters Sewer and Transfer Station employees are going to go back to mediation.  The Police Department is still negotiating.

Byron Ramsdell/Purchase of Land:  No action is needed on this issue as Mr. Ramsdell was in the office today and reported to Ruth that the shed has been moved from our property.
Police Department Vehicle Bids:  The Chief brought in bids for 3 types of vehicles.  They were Ford Expedition, Ford Taurus and Ford Interceptor.  There was discussion about the type of vehicle to purchase.  Chief White stated that he would like to stay with the Expedition as it was roomy and there is no track record on the Interceptor.  There was discussion about buying locally.  If Bailey Brothers can meet the lowest bid we will purchase it from them but if not it will be purchased from Quirk.
M/M/S: Tom/Amy to see if Bailey will meet the low bid and if they can purchase it from them, but if not go to Quirk.  4-0-0 vote.
Fire Department Request for Capital Account Funds:  The Chief was requesting funds for 3 purchases for the Fire Department.  The first was for repairs to Engine 3.  The repairs were unavoidable as the pump was not functioning correctly. There were also electrical issues.  
M/M/S: Amy/Tom to allow the Fire Department to use $5,642.10 from their Capital Account to pay Reliance Equipment.  4-0-0

The second issue was tires for the 1997 truck.  The back 8 tires are original and need to be changed.  
M/M/S: Amy/Tom to allow up to $3,000 for tires for the ladder truck from the capital account.  4-0-0 vote.
The third issue was for work on Station 2.  There was some stress cracks and other work that needs to be done.  There was a quote from Adams Masonry for $1,650 which was the low bid.  
M/M/S: Amy/Tom to allow them to take up to $1,650 from the capital account but they should approach the Highway department about some of the work that needs to be done to see if they can do it.  4-0-0 vote.
