Public Hearing:  Traffic Flow on Otis/Pine Street
Public Hearing opened at 6:02 PM by Chairman Stephen McCourt to take comments on Traffic Flow on Otis/Pine Street.

Several residents addressed the Board on the speeding and traffic flow on Otis and Pine Street.  They shared their safety concerns since the Rte. 4 project has been re-routing people to those streets. They would like the “Dead End” road signs reinstalled, a “Do Not Enter” sign at the end of Otis Street where Pine Street intersects. They are asking to go back to this in mid-October when the construction ends.
Public hearing was closed at 6:30 P.M.

After a motion was put on the table to put a “Dead-end Sign” and “Do Not Enter”, The Selectmen chose to table until the next agenda so that the correct wording can be included in the Town’ s Traffic Ordinance. 
The Board has asked Mark Holt, who attends the weekly Construction Committee meetings, to get in touch with Pratt and Sons Construction about vehicles speeding and big trucks going on those streets.

Old Business

There was discussion on the parking signs for Pine Street.  John explained that the Town Manager had asked him to erect some in North Jay and he has ordered some more.  They will be here soon.
Dan Smiley Sewer Abatement
Dan Smiley owner of Smiley’s Laundromat addressed the Board of Selectmen.  He said that he had talked with Farmington and Rangeley and he had policies from 2 towns which he gave to Ruth about evaporation and the rates for laundry establishments.  The majority of the towns do not take into account evaporation.  The discussion on this issue was that if this was allowed it would snowball as homeowners would also request a reduction in their bills.  Mark Holt will also check to be sure that the right quarters of water usage were used to factor the sewer fee for the Laundromat.
M/M/S- Amy Pineau/Tom Goding to deny the sewer abatement request and to look into the water usage and adjust if necessary 4-0-0.  
Sign Quit Claim Deed for RSU 73  
M/M/S Amy Pineau/Tim DeMillo to sign the quit claim deed for the Jay School Property.  This was the wish of the people when they voted on the plan.  This will include the school bus garage but not the rec field.  Pearl Cook asked about the use of the Community Building.  We will still be able to use this for voting and at other times by appointment 4-0-0.
Appointment/Board of Assessment review/Pearl Cook for 5 years
M/M/S- Amy Pineau/Tom Goding to reappoint Pearl Cook to a 5 year term to The Board of Assessment. 4-0-0
Dianna Poulin/request for reimbursement  
Ms. Poulin resides on Look Brook Road and had requested that the town do some ditching and culvert cleaning in the past.  The culverts have been cleaned and the decision was made that work on the town’s right of way was unnecessary.  Without prior authorization Ms. Poulin had the work done and would now like to have the town reimburse her for part of the costs.  
M/M/S Tim DeMillo/Tom Goding to deny the request for reimbursement.  4-0-0 vote.
Other Business  
Pearl Cook asked what the status is of the house on the corner of Hyde Road and RTE 133.  Ruth stated that this home is privately owned but may be in the hands of the state as we are looking to do some reconstruction of the Hyde Road and Route 133 intersection.  John stated that the house would probably not be included in this.
The Thomas Goding property on Main Street and the home on Jewell Street were also questioned.  Ruth stated that the Code Enforcement Officer has sent letters and she has talked to them.  If the buildings have been secured there is nothing that can be done.  This is private property.  Tom Goding stated that he was aware of the problem and that he has been working on this issue but it is his personal property and that it really isn’t anyone else’s business.  

In other business Pearl stated that her road looks really good since it has been paved.  She stated that the Manzer crew was great and that she appreciated it.  There are 18 houses on that loop.
