The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White. 
1.    Minutes – August 9, 2011
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of August 9, 2011. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
2.   Subdivision Application – Land of Morton & Elizabeth Melvin – Amendment of Lot 4
The Board reviewed the request for a waiver of the 40,000 square feet minimum lot size. They discussed the fact that the lot had been utilized in the existing configuration since the 70’s. There is a large former industrial building as well as a trailer on the lot. Mr. Powers stated that there is currently one apartment in the large building and the rest is storage area. The Board advised that additional dwelling units would need Board approval and that the smaller lot size (less than 40,000 sq. ft.) would only allow him to have one dwelling unit on the lot. The Ordinance requires 20,000 sq. ft. per dwelling on a multi-unit housing lot. He understood this and stated that he would like to have the single apartment and then a business in the other area.

The Board discussed the possibility of moving the line between the lots so that one lot could have 40,000 sq. ft. It was determined that, due to the location of the septic systems, the trailer and space between the buildings, the proposed location of the line was acceptable. Mike Hobbs made a motion to waive the requirement for the 40,000 sq. ft. minimum lot size and allow Lot 4-1 to be 37,776 sq. ft. and Lot 4-2 to be 32,205 sq. ft., Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

The Board reviewed Section 5-301 and determined that the proposed lots met the requirements of the Section with approval of the waiver for the minimum lot size.
The Board reviewed Section 5-401, the Application and the Preliminary Plan. Shiloh stated that the Filing and Review fee have been submitted. The Board discussed the method of water supply to the lots. There is currently one large well located on an abutting property that supplies water to these lots. A new well is proposed for Lot 4-1 but the lot will continue to use the large well until then. Shiloh has copies of the easement deeds for the water rights. Mr. Powers stated that a ME DOT Driveway/Entrance permit was not submitted because the driveways have been in place since the 70’s (prior to the DOT issuing such permits). The Board questioned the location of the 2 permanent markers. Shiloh stated that the permanent markers were located on the original subdivision Lot 2. However, the surveyor had indicated that these may not be in place. When they complete the field work, if the permanent markers are not found, they will locate 2 new permanent markers on these lots.
The Board determined that the following items needed to be added to the Plan:

*   Location of markers (temporary, angle, 2 permanent)
*   Location/size of culverts, septic systems, driveways, utility poles
Motions were made to waive the following requirements:

*  Effect on Groundwater – M: Mary Howes, S: Dennis Stevens, Unanimous

*  Soils Info./Test Pits, etc. – M: Barbara Cook, S: Dennis Stevens, Unanimous


Waiver does not include locating the septic systems on the Plan. Systems must be shown.

*  Soil Erosion & Topographic Plan – M: Mary Howes, S: Mike Hobbs, Unanimous

*  Letters per 5-401.F.1. – M: Mary Howes, S: Dennis Stevens, Unanimous

Mary Howes made a motion to accept the application and determine that the above items need to be submitted. Barbara Cook seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

A Site Review Committee was established (Delance, Barbara & Dennis – Mary as back-up) that will review the site once the pins have been set. Shiloh will notify the Committee when the lots are ready.

Other Business

Shiloh updated the Board on the proposed timeline for amending the Subdivision Ordinance and for proposing an administrative ordinance to address the Maine Uniform Building and Energy Code. After discussing the matter with the Town Manager, it was agreed that these items would be put on the spring Town meeting ballot. This would allow for more opportunities for public hearings/comments/review. The Ordinance would be reviewed as part of the Town meeting warrant and would be included in any public hearings and information meetings.
The Board also discussed the schedule for the October and November meetings. The October meeting will be held either the 4th or the 18th, depending on the ability of the Melvin Subdivision Amendment being ready. The November meeting will be held on the 15th.

Mary Howes made a motion to adjourn. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
